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Preface

25 YEARS AFTER THE FALL OF THE IRON CURTAIN, Central, East and Southeast
Europe (CESEE) remains a focus region for politics, business and academia. The recent
events in Ukraine show that the breakdown of the Eastern Bloc as well as the Soviet Union
has long-lasting repercussions on the wider region, Europe and the World. The processes of
economic transition and European integration as well as disintegration are strongly
intertwined. Different political approaches have led to diverse socio-economic outcomes
which again stir a backlash on the political scene. The quickly changing environment offers
profitable opportunities but also poses considerable risks for businesses. Analysis of reliable
and comparable data is imperative to an evidence-based approach in the analysis of CESEE.

FOR MORE THAN 40 YEARS REGULAR STATISTICAL PUBLICATIONS on CESEE have
been issued by the Vienna Institute for International Economic Studies (wiiw) with a special
attention to comparability, quality control and documentation of the data. The current issue
represents already the twentieth volume in the annual wiiw Handbook of Statistics series. On
the occasion of this anniversary the wiiw Handbook of Statistics has been re-launched in
form and content. A new larger format and functional design including descriptive indicator
maps aim at improving the readability of the data. The enhanced choice of economic and
social indicators allows for a better analysis of the data both for individual countries as well
as across the CESEE region. For additional comparisons data on all EU member countries
as well as on the United States and Japan have been included in the cross-country tables.
The detailed collection of structural economic data is another unique feature of this
publication. Overall the reader will find here a rare comprehensive and up-to-date English-
language collection of cross-country comparable statistical information on recent economic
developments in the new EU Member States and the key transition economies of East and
Southeast Europe.

The individual time series, tables and maps in this Handbook have been directly extracted
and processed from the wiiw Databases, which are maintained and regularly updated by
wiiw. The Handbook has been designed and edited by the wiiw statistics department.

The tables and maps in the Handbook reflect information and updates of the wiiw Databases
as of mid-November 2014.
